“The Second Article of the Creed—Redemption & Jesus as Savior”

** Read and study this lesson, and complete all the study questions.  
** Read any 5 chapters of your Bible this week. Note the chapters read and write out at least one thing you appreciated learning or was an encouragement to you. Write out at least one question your reading raised.

Appreciation or Encouragement:

** Memorize the Second Article of the Apostle’s Creed. “And in Jesus Christ His only Son, our Lord; Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary; Suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell; The third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and sits at the right hand of God the Father Almighty; From there He shall come to judge the living and the dead. 

** Commit to memory this verse: John 3:16 (NKJV) “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”

 After completing the assignment the student will be able to: 


a. Describe God’s motivation for saving the world from sin. 


b. Know who salvation is made available to. 


c. Describe how Jesus was both God and Man. 


d. Know what the name “Jesus” means.


e. Know the terms “atonement” and  “substitute.”


f. Describe why the Cross of Calvary must be ‘first place’ in our faith.  
The Apostles’ Creed:

I believe in God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. 


And in Jesus Christ His only Son, our Lord; Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary; Suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell; The third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and sits at the right hand of God the Father Almighty; From there He shall come to judge the living and the dead. 


I believe in the Holy Spirit; The Holy Christian Church, the communion of saints; The forgiveness of sins; The resurrection of the body; And the life everlasting. Amen.
I also want to review some phrases our “Adult Class Manual” book does not cover, and are not readily understood. Please be familiar with these definitions:

“He descended into hell”—this means we believe that Christ was made alive in the grave and that He went into hell, not to suffer nor to release people from there, but to proclaim victory over His enemies (1 Peter 3:18-19).

“Sits at the right hand…”—the right hand is the position of power and authority and highest honor. Christ is exalted over all (Ephesians 1:20-23, Hebrews 1:2-3).

“He shall come to judge the living and the dead”—Christ will return to earth visibly and in glory (Matthew 25:31, Acts 1:11, Revelation 1:7) and He will judge all men according to their acceptance of Him (Acts 10:42, 2 Corinthians 5:10, Matthew 25:31-32, 2 Timothy 4:1).
Study Questions: 

1. What happened to cause the world to become ‘lost’? If you are not sure, read Genesis 3.

2. What did God do in order that He might save a lost world? 

3. What motivated God to save the world? Why did He do this? Write out at least one Bible verse that supports your answer. 

4. To how many people does God offer salvation to? Please include at least 2 Scriptures that ‘prove’ your answer. 

5. Was Jesus God? Was Jesus man? How can He be both? Where did His Divine nature come from? Where did His human nature come from?

6. How does the Bible describe Jesus as being Divine or God? Provide at least 2 Scripture references to verify your answer. 

7. Do you know what the terms ‘immutable’, ‘omnipresent’, ‘omniscient’, or ‘omnipotent’, mean on page 26? If not, and the Bible verses do not make it clear, please look up the definitions in a dictionary. 

8. How does the Bible describe Jesus as being man? Provide at least 2 Scripture passages that verify your answer. 

9. What was the ONLY way in which Jesus was not a man? Provide at least 2 Scripture references that prove this.

10. What does the name “Jesus” mean? Look at Matthew 1:21 for some help. 

11. What does it mean when we say Jesus suffered as our Substitute? What does it mean to say Jesus “atoned” for our sins? Why is His atonement on our behalf important?

12. Be prepared to be able to explain all the phrases included in this Article of the Creed!

12. How important is the Cross of Calvary to us and our faith? What place must the Cross have in our faith?
