b. Explain the difference between justification and sanctification


c. Know the means by which the Holy Spirit works sanctification out in our lives.


d. Know the summary of all of God’s commandments.

The Apostles’ Creed:

I believe in God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. 


And in Jesus Christ His only Son, our Lord; Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary; Suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell; The third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and sits at the right hand of God the Father Almighty; From there He shall come to judge the living and the dead. 


I believe in the Holy Spirit; The Holy Christian Church, the communion of saints; The forgiveness of sins; The resurrection of the body; And the life everlasting. Amen.
In the last lesson we learned about how the Holy Spirit applies Christ’s redemption to our lives, and how we then become Justified. In this lesson, we will learn how the Holy Spirit guides us in our lives as we become more and more like Jesus. Being saved, or justified, happens in an instant—being sanctified, or becoming more and more like Jesus, happens over a lifetime. In this lesson we talk specifically of sanctification. 

Study Questions: 

1. Read Question 229 in your Catechism (p. 92). What is Sanctification? Who works it out in our lives?

2. What do passages such as Leviticus 11:44-45 and Matthew 5:48 set forth as a Christian’s goal in life? Is this possible? 

3. Describe the battle that Galatians 5:17 and Romans 7:22-23 speak of. 

4. We are not to be “Do-nothing saints”. What verses would you cite showing us that as Christians we are to be Christlike, and that Jesus is to be the pattern we follow? 

5. What is the summary of all God’s commandments? Write down one Scripture text that proves your answer.

6. Is the law of God only to be kept outwardly, or inwardly (in our hearts) as well? Why or why not?

7. Is our motive in obeying God rewards, gifts, and cool stuff? What is our motive to be? Provide at least one Scripture reference that proves your answer. 

8. What are things our chapter talks about that the Holy Spirit uses to encourage our growth in sanctification and Christlikeness? 

9. What is a simple definition of prayer? 

10. Read John 17:17. What is shown here as a way of growing in sanctification? 

11. Read John 14:26. How does this passage apply to sanctification? 

12. Is God’s grace a license for us to continue to sin? Why or why not?
